When Dennis and Josann
Thomas moved from
Alabama to Pendleton,
South Carolina, in order to
pursue their dream of
owning their own café, they
could never have
anticipated the struggles and
the successes that awaited
them. Dennis had fallen in
love with the quaint town of
Pendleton, with its historic

town square and flowering dogwoods, and he had a vision for the building that would
one day house the café. Beginning by removing the drop ceiling to reveal the 100 year
old bead board behind it, Dennis attacked the project with gusto - and with a
tremendous amount of effort, for he did it entirely with his own two hands. Later on,
a gorgeous hardwood floor was refinished to its former glory, and in one of the sweet
surprises of this place what first appeared to be a pile of lumber in the basement was discovered to be the remnants of the original
Clemson University Stadium, with the seat numbers still burned into the wood. That wood now acts as trim throughout the café.
After months of excruciatingly long, back breaking days, the café was ready for business. Dennis and Josann stayed open late and

waited for the Clemson University students to arrive in droves, looking for
lattes and free wireless internet. They didn't come. Slowly but surely,
however, the café found its clientele - people who were looking for excellent
homemade soups and fresh salads, people who delighted in the assortment of
homemade desserts that beckoned them from behind the glass fronted
counter, people who enjoyed a healthy breakfast to start the day. Eventually,
the café became the hub of this small town, a place where names are known
and regular orders remembered. It also became a place where local artists
found a ready gallery for their works. The walls are an ever changing art
exhibit, and the front window bays hold the textile works of local artisans. A
built-in bookcase full of wares offers locally made pottery, home grown
honey, and an assortment of other one of a kind items. And a new offering is
joining the roster - Sunday brunch. From 10am to 1pm the café is now open
for business, with a delectable menu of quiche, Sunday ham and a variety of
other tempting morsels.
