
Many Cliffs and Reserve residents have driven past
the picturesque Hagood-Mauldin House on North
Lewis Street in Pickens, and thought to themselves,
“I’ll stop by there one day when it’s open.” A visit
is well worthwhile. Deceptive in its simplicity, this
little white house in the heart of town is a treasure
trove for lovers of fine art, architecture, furniture,
gardens and history. Built on the Keowee River
about 1856, the pretty building was moved to its
present site in 1868, when Oconee and Pickens
Counties were divided. The house was originally
owned by Colonel James Hagood and his wife,
Esther, later becoming the property of their daugh-
ter, Frances (“Queenie”) Hagood.  She married
Judge Mauldin,

whose law office stands to the right of the home. Under Queenie’s care, the
house was renovated to resemble a one-story Greek Revival Home, complete
with Ionic columns, egg & dart embellishment and porticos reminiscent of early
Carolina country houses. When Queenie died, ownership of the home passed

auspiciously to Mrs. Irma Morris, who filled the
building with treasures she had collected from
Britain and brought from her house in Charleston,
hence to Pickens.  These include exquisite
Chippendale and local Oolenoy furniture, Waterford
crystal chandeliers, an early 18th c. Queen Anne
hoof-foot table, 1807 Dodd harp, 1859 Steinway
grand piano, Limoges china, ancient Chinese vases,
and many other interesting pieces. Among the fine
art treasures included in this collection, early
Audubon and Jasper bird prints mingle with several
fine portraits by Sir Peter Lely (1618-1680), court painter to King Charles I.

In one very special hallway of the home, visitors might be forgiven for feeling
themselves suddenly transported to the Louvre. Here, two Old Master paintings
grace the walls.  An unfinished mythological study by Peter Paul Rubens (1577-
1640), in which can be seen the artist’s gridwork and grisaille underpainting,
allows a fascinating insight into the artistic process of one of the greatest artists of
all time (his “Massacre of the Innocents” sold at auction recently for $76.2 mil-
lion). On the opposite wall hangs a beautiful depiction of a shepherd and shep-
herdess by Titian (1485-1576). The vivid, luminous colors in this work indicate
an early date in the artist’s long, prolific and highly accomplished career. We are
fortunate to find art of such quality in the quaint town of Pickens! The grounds
include stately trees and beautiful rose and herb gardens. Open on the 1st and 3rd
Saturday of each month, or by appointment at any time, the docents of the home
are knowledgeable about local history, and are happy to disseminate their knowl-
edge to others. A nominal fee gains entrance, and a wonderful window upon fine
art, in a local, historic setting. Call (864) 898-5963 for more information.
